The Town of Winthrop conducts Street Sweeping operations on the last full week of the
month (last week with a Friday) from April through October, between 7 am and 4 pm on the
day of a street's trash collection. If there is a holiday the week street sweeping typically
occurs, street sweeping is done one week early. Town ordinance prohibits parking in a
manner that impedes the street sweeper. Violations of the street sweeping ordinance carry
a $40 fine, and your vehicle can be towed. Winthrop Shore Drive is a DCR roadway.

The DCR has a street sweeping schedule independent of the Town of Winthrop Schedule.

2025 SENIOR CITIZEN PROPERTY TAX

WORK-OFF PROGRAM

PROGRAM REQUIREMENTS

You must be a taxpayer, 60 years of age or older during the
tax year when the volunteering is completed and the tax
reduction is credited

To be credited, you must have an ownership interest and
reside in the property year round

Total reduction will not exceed $750

53 hours must be completed by October 15™ of the credited
year

A CORI release form must accompany the application

OTHER INFORMATION

Participants will be selected by lottery. Winners will be notified
of the drawing results shortly after the lottery

All lottery winners will be required to attend a mandatory
orientation session at the Senior Center prior to beginning
their service

Work can start immediately following participant notification,
in conjunction with authorization by the Council on Aging
Director

Work will generally be completed during the Town's normal
business hours, depending on the needs of the department
the participant is assigned to

Money earned through the Tax Work-Off Program is
reportable income for federal taxes only. Participants will
receive a W-2 form for the amount of money earned through
the program
